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Behavior Management Activity Seven: “Functional Behavior Assessments (FBA) and Behavior Intervention Plans (BIP)”
Check with a nearby university special education teacher preparation program, a local school district, a community mental health center, or a Regional Education Service Center to identify an Educational Diagnostician, Behavior Intervention Specialist, or a Licensed School Psychologist that you can invite to speak during your class, or have students interview someone who holds one of these positions. If possible, obtain a blank copy of the paperwork involved with requesting a FBA or BIP and have these professionals explain the process utilized in schools to assist teachers, parents, and students in addressing chronic misbehavior for students who are identified as needing special education services and supports.
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
